	Future Challenges (Optional)
Transportation remains an issue being a rural facility. It is the responsibility of the parents to transport the students to and from the school, this includes all off site activities. We purchased a bus (October 2010) to address this issue, but the cost of maintaining and paying a driver proved unviable with lower enrolment. We are looking into other options.
Building space is still challenge. We continue to discuss and adjust things to better suit the students and flow of space. Adding on to the building is being looked into, but the cost viability at this time is too great.
